V uvedenych spolo¢nostiach boli odobraté vzorky tazkého vykurovacieho oleja na analyzu
obsahu siry. Pri kontrole nebolo zistené poruSenie pravnych predpisov ochrany ovzdusia SR.
Vysledky analyz vzoriek tazkého vykurovacieho oleja preukazuji, ze povinnosti stanovené
smernicou EP a R (EU) 2016/802 neboli porusené.

V roku 2018 nebola vykonana ziadna kontrola na obsah siry vo vykurovacom plynovom oleji.

Lodné paliva

Ustanovenia tykajiice sa odberu vzoriek a predkladania sprav podla smernice EP a R (EU)
2016/802, pokial’ ide o obsah siry v lodnych palivach sa pre SR, ktord nemé pobrezné pasmo
neuplatiuji v zmysle Vykonavacieho rozhodnutia Komisie (EU) 2015/253 zo 16. februara
2015, ktorym sa stanovuju pravidla tykajuce sa odberu vzoriek a predkladania sprav podl'a
smernice Rady 1999/32/ES, pokial ide o obsah siry v lodnych palivach.

Palivo predavané na tizemi SR na pohon rie¢nych plavidiel nie je lodné palivo, ktoré je
definované v smernici EP aR (EU) 2016/802, ale jedna sa o motorovi naftu definovanu
v smernici EP a R 1998/70/ES tykajucej sa kvality benzinu a naftovych paliv, a ktorou sa
meni a dopliia smernica Rady 93/12/ES. Tito skutoénost’ potvrdzujii aj vykonané kontroly
kvality paliv, ktoré st ur¢ené na pohon rie¢nych plavidiel.

Ako vyplyva z definicie lodného paliva, lodné palivo znamena kazdé kvapalné ropné palivo
ur¢ené na pouzitie alebo pouzivané na palube urcitych plavidiel, ak sa tieto plavidla
nachadzaji na mori. SR nema priamy pristup k moru a teda nemé ani namorny pristav. Ani
nie je zname, ze by nejaky subjekt v SR vyrdbal a nasledne zdsoboval nadmorné plavidla
lodnym palivom. V registri SR nie je registrovana ani ziadna namorna lod’.

Z vyssie uvedeného vyplyva, Ze povinnost’ tykajuca sa odoberania vzoriek a kontroly obsahu
siry v lodnych palivach na palubach lodi vyplyvajica zo smernice EP a R (EU) 2016/802 je
pre SR irelevantna.



English version:

Heavy fuel oil

There was carried out an inspection of general conditions of an operation in 2018 in the
following companies:

Slovnaft, a.s., VI¢ie Hrdlo 1, 824 12 Bratislava,

DETOX, s.r.o0., Zvolenska cesta 139, 974 05 Banska Bystrica,

PWR - Plastic waste recycling, a.s., Dr. Vladimira Clementisa 10, 821 02 Bratislava,,
KONZEKO, spol. s.r.o., Areal NPZ 510, 053 21 MarkuSovce.

These inspections were carried out by the Slovak Environmental Inspectorate with regard to
the Directive (EU) 2016/802 and there were not founded out any breaching the Slovak air
protection legislation. There were taken samples for an analysis of average sulphur content in
heavy fuel oils in above mentioned companies. The results of heavy fuel oils analysis prove
that the duties established by the Directive (EU) 2016/802 were not breached.

The total number of samples tested by a fuel type:

Heavy fuel oil - 4 samples

The corresponding quantity of fuel used:
3 664 140 liter

The calculated average sulphur content:
0,74 %

Gas oil

There was not carried out an inspection of general conditions of an operation in 2018 in gas
oil.

Marine fuel

The provisions for the sampling and reporting under the Directive (EU) 2016/802 of the
European Parliament and of the Council relating to a reduction in the sulphur content of
certain liquid fuels do not apply to the Slovak Republic without a coast line according to the
Commission Implementing Decision (EU) 2015/253 laying down the rules concerning the
sampling and reporting under Council Directive 1999/32/EC as regards the sulphur content of
marine fuels.

A fuel sold in the Slovak Republic for use or in use on board river vessels is not the marine
fuel, as defined in the Directive (EU) 2016/802, but it is a diesel fuel as defined in the
Directive 1998/70/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council relating to the quality of
petrol and diesel fuels and amending Council Directive 93/12/EEC. This is confirmed by the
inspections on a fuels quality, which are intended for use or in use on board river vessels.

As follows from the definition of the marine fuel, marine fuel means any petroleum-derived
liquid fuel intended for use or in use on board selected vessels, when such vessels are at sea.
The Slovak Republic does not have any direct access to the sea and therefore does not have
any seaport. No entity in the Slovak republic does not produce and subsequently does not
supply marine fuels for seagoing vessels. There is no seagoing vessel registered in the
Register of the Slovak Republic.



On the basis of the above mentioned text the requirement for the sampling and the analysis
the sulphur content in marine fuels on board ships under Directive (EU) 2016/802 is irrelevant
for the Slovak Republic.
